Festivals: 
Duffield Arts Festival

In the nearby village of Duffield, they are throwing their first 
ever (and hopefully the first of many!) Duffield Arts Festival. 
As well as an opportunity for artists of all skills to show off 
their hard work and passion, there will be a Scarecrow Trail. 
The villagers of Duffield have made their own themed scare-
crows (“My Favourite Book”), with the idea that visitors from 
all over will explore the trail and then vote on their favour-
ite. There will be live music and dancing throughout the day, 
craft stalls and workshops, and a BBQ. With different events 
on both days, the festival will be taking place on the 17th and 
18th September. You can purchase a wristband on the day to 
get in, £3 for the day or £5 for the whole weekend. This will 
get you access to most of the events and activities, however 
there will be some that require separate tickets.

Derby Festé 2016

This will be the 10th year that Derby Festé has taken place. 
It’s a festival of live music, dancing, acrobatics and circus en-
tertainment. The Sarruga Dragons are back again - a colour-
ful parade of giant robotic dragons - surely a sight that must 
be seen! It will take place on the 23rd and 24th of September, 
with various entertainment taking place throughout the Sat-
urday and Sunday in the city centre. It’s free to attend, so 
why not check it out!

Theatre:
Sweeney Todd

A classic musical, and with Halloween drawing ever closer, 
what better way to get you in the mood than the Demon Bar-
ber of Fleet Street himself? A gruesome story, but rated as 
suitable for ages 12+, so shouldn’t be too gory for those of 
a sensitive nature! Ticket prices range from £9.50 to £26.50, 
and showings start on the 30th of September, up until the 
22nd of October at Derby Theatre.

Return to the Forbidden Planet

For fans of sci-fi and space adventures, and for fans of 
1960s and 70s rock music (you may well be both), this show 
is a love story (apparently one to rival Shakespeare!) includ-
ing monsters and mad scientists. It sounds like an action 
packed adventure, and one I’ve seen advertised for a num-
ber of years, but not yet gone to see. Hopefully this time I’ll 
finally get around to it! Showing at the Derby Guildhall Thea-
tre from the 5thuntil the 8th of October, tickets cost £11.50 
for students (£13.50 for a standard ticket).

Two Man Show

“Two women play two women playing two men”. Need I 
say more? Well, maybe a little. As the title implies, this is 
a discussion of masculinity and femininity, and how the 
world tends to define them. It looks to be an interesting 
exploration of our general attitude towards these terms, 
and if this sounds like your cup of tea, then it’s 
been reviewed to be an overall entertain- i n g 
experience. The recommended age 
is 16+ due to some nudity. It will 
be showing on the 15th of Oc-
tober at the Derby Theatre, and 
tickets cost £8 for students (£10 
for standard).

The Haunting of Exham Priory 

If you’re a fan of Halloween and 
love all things spooky, then this 
looks like a good one to check 
out. Based on H.P. Lovecraft’s 

Gothic chiller, _The 
Rats in the Walls_, 
a man returns to 
restore his ances-
tral home, to find 
the locals irration-
ally afraid of the 
place. He explores 
the building’s his-
tory, only to find 
out about its hor-
rific past. I’ve never 
read the book, but 
from the descrip-
tion I’ve read, this 
sounds like a great 
way to spend an 
evening in anticipa-
tion of the spooki-
est night of the year. 
Maybe there will 
even be some great 
inspiration for cos-
tumes! The produc-
tion takes place at 
the Derby Guildhall 
Theatre on the 19th 
of October, and tickets are £12 for students (£14 for stand-
ard).

Alice in Wonderland

The last of our picks for theatre this term is Derby Theatre’s 
production of Alice in Wonderland. A timeless favourite, this 
story never grows dull. Join Alice on her adventure through 
a crazy land of Mad Hatters, educated gryphons, blood-
thirsty regal playing cards and grinning cats with the ability 
to disappear and reappear at will. This is one of my favourite 
stories, and I personally love to see any and all productions, 
to see the different interpretations of Lewis Carroll’s’ unique 
tale. It’s on from the 2nd of December until the 7th of Janu-
ary. Tickets are available from £12.

Attractions:
Alton Towers Scarefest

Alton Towers is a great day out, but I specifically love going 
to their Scarefest event. The park is open later, so you can 
go on rides after dark which adds an entirely new level of 
thrill to it all. The park is decorated and spooky music played 
throughout the areas. They also open up their Scare Mazes, 
live action horror mazes designed to play on your fears and 
leave you terrified. If you’re into Halloween as much as me, 
this will sound like the best day ever! It’s great fun to do with 
a group of friends, and isn’t too pricey as long as you look out 
for a 2 for 1 voucher (usually found printed in newspapers, 
or on cereal boxes).

It’ll be here from the 
13th of October until the 6th of November, costing £4 
per person, or a family of 4 for £10.

Music and Comedy:
Knickerbocker Glorious

This is a marvellous celebration of the many 
talents in Derby. Musicians, poets, co-

medians and dancers show off their 
skills on stage by the waterfall at the 
Market Place. It’s a fun event suit-
able for all ages, and attending is a 
great way to support our talented 
community. It’s a free event and it 
takes place on the 3rd Saturday of 
every month, so plenty of opportu-
nities to go and check it out! 

Lucy Kay

Britain’s Got Talent 2014 runner up Lucy kay is coming to 
Derby! She is a talented Classical music artist, so if you like 
her music, or have an interest in the genre, then this could 
be an enjoyable night out. She will be at the Derby Guildhall 
Theatre on the 9th of October, and tickets cost £21 for stu-
dents (£22 for standard tickets).

Funhouse Comedy Club

For fans of comedy, Derby always has something for you! 
The Funhouse Comedy Club takes places at The Old Bell 
Hotel and The Blessington Carriage, two much loved pubs 
in the city centre. There’s different acts on each time, so it’s 
worth checking out the future shows, as there’s various ones 
on throughout October. Tickets cost £10 for the ones at The 
Old Bell Hotel, and £4 at The Blessington Carriage.

Markets:
Farmers’ Market

There’s always a delicious selection of fresh local produce to 
be found at the Farmers’ Market. You can get your everyday 
essentials, such as eggs, milk and veg, or even try something 
new and treat yourself to some crocodile sausages. If you’re 
bored of the same old selection of your local supermarket, 
it’s worth a visit to see what Derby’s local producers have 
to offer you. The Farmers’ Market takes place every third 
Thursday of the month in the Derby Market Place, and is 
free to enter.

Christmas Food, Home and Gift Market

This is a lovely opportunity to see what handmade goodies 
the crafters of Derby have to offer, as well as a chance to get 
that perfect gift for friends and family. There’s always loads 
of stalls there, so it’s worth a look around. The market will 
take place on the 12th and 13th of November at the Derby 
Roundhouse. It costs £2 per person to get in, but children 
under 10 can go in for free.

Derby Night Market

Another interesting market to check out, the last one I went 
to had a good range of different stalls. It’s spread out around 
the Cathedral Quarter in the city centre (up by Walkabout), 
with plenty of options for food as well. I saw a variety of 
cakes, pizzas and burgers. There were also a lot of nice lit-
tle gift stalls, ranging from tea to handmade notebooks.

4. Use the handouts that your lecturer gives you to make 
further notes – Linking to the previous point, lecturers usu-
ally make their PowerPoints or other study materials avail-
able on uDo.

5. Don’t leave everything to the last minute - If you do all 
of the steps mentioned above then I doubt this will happen 
anyway. However, try not to leave work or revision to the 
last minute.

Hopefully this guide will provide you with some 
pointers and useful tips of where the important places for 
students are in Derby.

Mosh nightclub

Mosh Mondays will be your new favourite day of the week; 
with vodka mixers at £1.50 (for a single) and £2 (for a dou-
ble). It’s one of the cheapest nights out in Derby. Not only 
that, but the three floors have a wide range of music. From 
alternative to dance, you can enjoy a night of different music 
and none of your friends will feel left out if a certain floor 
of music is not to their taste. Most importantly, don’t forget 
to put yourself on the guest list for free entry and a shot be-
tween 23:00 and 23:30pm.

Markeaton Park 

Markeaton park is a vast area of greenery, ponds and a 
craft village. There’s a park complete with slides, swings and 
roundabouts for all ages and abilities. The park has a round-
about which can hold a wheelchair and a section dedicated 
to younger ages as well as an extreme climbing frame for 
the older children. With its flowing fields that seem never-
ending, Markeaton park is definitely the place to escape 
the stress that comes along with university. Not only is it a 
peaceful place where you can go for walks, it is a short walk 
between the Kedleston Road and Markeaton Campus which 
makes travelling between the two more enjoyable.

It has been proven that students who 
leave their assignments until the last possible 
moment have higher levels of stress.

Drink water everyday – make sure to take a bot-
tle with you while you’re out and about, this will 
keep you hydrated and help you with your stud-
ies and feeling more focused. Try to eat healthy, 
as hard as it might seem on a student budget, 
going food shopping with your housemates 
and planning meals ahead together can work 
out cheaper for you and get you to eat health-
ier too! The University of Derby has a range of 
facilities to keep you exercising and releasing 
those endorphins – we have a brand new sports 
centre which includes a gym, studios and even 
a climbing frame.

NorMAN 
is our out of hours’ service which looks 
after telephone calls between 5:00pm to 
8:00am, as well as 24 hours over week-
ends so whatever time zone you’re work-
ing in, someone will be able to help 24/7. 
If NorMAN are unable to resolve the is-
sue, the details are then passed back to 
the IT Service Centre who will contact 
you the following day.
